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 Learned counsel appearing for the State will take 

clear instructions if the recommendation of the CEC are 

acceptable to the State Government in respect to the NPV 

on payment of 10 times as well as, Respondents  No. 10 

and 11 no further construction of the road and directions 

in relation to Balapakram park, no mining and 

encroachment. As far as coal mining is concerned, the 

Tribunal is hearing the matter at length in other 

connected matters.  
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
