Nagar, Budana, Purkaji and Bulandshahr in Uttar 

Pradesh, Gurugram and Palwal in Haryana and Bharatpur 

and Alwar in Rajasthan. 

 It is further stated that these brick kilns have been 

operating without complying with the pollution norms 

causing immense air and water pollution and also without 

obtaining necessary clearances from the concerned 

statutory authorities.

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questions relating to environment.

examine as to whether these are compliant or not.  

 In the event of them being non-compliant, the State 

PCBs shall initiate appropriate action against them in 

accordance with law. Report of compliance shall be filed 

on the next date.
