COMPLIANCE REPORT ON BEHALF OF DISTRICT MAGISTRATE,

MOST RESPECTFULLY SHOWETH

1. This compliance report is respectfully submitted in response to the Hon’blé
Tribunal’s order dated 22.05.2023 in Original Application No. 338/2023,
regarding the inaction of authorities in cleaning the drain in Gauri Kunj and the
service lane of NH-3, Agra. Despite the Tribunal’s direction to the Joint
Committee (Agra Development Authority, UPPCB, and DM, Agra) for remedial
action, no steps have been taken as per the applicant’s submission, supported by
photographs and the following submissions provide clarification for the same the
order states:

“...6. Let notice be issued to all the other respondents. Applicant is

directed to serve the other respondents and file the affidavit of service at
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least one week before the next hearing date. Respondents are directed to
file their compliance report by way of affidavit at least one week before the
next date of hearing through e-filing. If any respondent directly files the
reply/affidavit without routing it through his advocate then the said

respondent will remain virtually present to assist the Tribunal.

2. This compliance report is submitted pursuant to the directions issued by the
Hon’ble National Green Tribunal (NGT) in its order dated 22.05.2023 in
Original Application No. 338 0f 2023. The said order directed the constitution
of a Joint Committee comprising representatives of the Agra Development
Authority, UP State Pollution Control Board, and the District Magistrate,
Agra, to address the grievances raised by the applicant, Shri Ravendra Singh.

3. That the grievance pertains to waterlogging and inadequate drainage systems
along the 12 km stretch of road constructed by the National Highways
Authority of India (NHAI), from Rohta to Nagla Makraul, Etaura, Agra. The
said stretch, which includes service lanes on both sides, passes through a
region comprising numerous approved and unapproved residential colonies,
agricultural lands, and markets. Rainwater mixed with household sewage has
resulted in waterlogging, emanating unpleasant odors and creating potential
health hazards for residents. The authorities acknowledge the gravity of the
issues raised and are actively engaged in addressing these grievances in

accordance with the directions of the Hon’ble Tribunal.
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4. That pursuant to the order dated 22.05.2023, the Joint Committee was duly
constituted. The Committee is composed of senior officials from the Agra
Development Authority, UP State Pollution Control Board, and the office of
the District Magistrate, Agra. The Committee’s mandate includes evaluating
the existing infrastructural deficiencies, identifying remedial measures, and
ensuring compliance with environmental and legal norms. The official
communication establishing the Joint Committee is annexed as ANNEXURE

1.

5. That on 08.10.2024, the Joint Committee conducted a comprehensive site
inspection in the presence of the applicant, Shri Ravendra Singh. The
inspection revealed several critical issues, including stagnant water on service
roads, blocked culverts, and insufficient drainage systems in low-lying areas.
These observations have been pivotal in formulating an actionable plan to
address the identified deficiencies. Photographic evidence captured during the
Joint Committee's inspection on 08.10.2024, showing specific areas of
concern such as blocked culverts and stagnant water, is annexed as

ANNEXURE 2.

6. That a communication dated 11.07.2023 from Agra Gwalior Pathways Pvt.
Ltd. highlighted the persistent drainage challenges in the affected area. The
letter detailed the need for additional culverts and proposed that a survey be
conducted to determine suitable locations for implementing new drainage
systems. This reflects the proactive approach undertaken by stakeholders in
seeking solutions. The letter dated 11.07.2023 from Agra Gwalior Pathways

Pvt. Ltd., which underscores the persistent waterlogging issues and requests

inspections to identify drainage solutions, is annexed as ANNEXURE 3.

7. That the UP State Pollution Control Board (UPPCB) has been actively
involved in ensuring compliance with relevant environmental regulations.
Vide its letter dated 30.11.2024, UPPCB emphasized the importance of
adhering to the Construction and Demolition Waste Management Rules, 2016,
and CPCB guidelines for mitigating environmental impacts during the
execution of drainage infrastructure projects. This reiterates the authorities’
commitment to sustainable development. The letter issued by UPPCB on
30.11.2024, emphasizing adherence to C&D Waste Management Rules, 2016,
and CPCB guidelines for dust mitigation, is annexed as ANNEXURE 4.

8. That the Public Works Department (PWD), Agra, vide its correspondence
dated 02.12.2024, addressed concerns regarding road conditions, including
waterlogging and potholes. The letter underscored the need for timely repair
and emphasized the necessity of installing effective drainage systems before
transferring road maintenance responsibilities. This communication
demonstrates the depart{ment’s proactive stance in addressing public
grievances and ensuring infrastructure sustainability. The correspondence
dated 02.12.2024 from PWD, Agra, detailing complaints about unsatisfactory

road conditions and the urgent need for drainage systems, is annexed as

ANNEXURE 5.

9. The respondents have undertaken significant steps to address the concerns
raised by the applicant. The collaborative efforts of the Joint Committee,
supported by consistent stakeholder engagement and adherence to
environmental compliance, demonstrate a genuine commitment to resolving

the issues in a timely and efficient manner. While some challenges persist, the
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authorities are resolute in their intent to execute the required infrastructural

and drainage improvements comprehensively.

10.The respondents reaffirm their dedication to ensuring compliance with the
Hon’ble Tribunal’s directives and remain committed to the welfare of the
affected residents. Through continued inter-agency cooperation, sustained
focus on environmental compliance, and expedited implementation of
corrective measures, the respondents strive to create a sustainable and

habitable environment for all stakeholders.
