In relation to the decision passed by the Hon’ble National Green Tribunal

dated 25.11.2021, the action taken by the Chhattisgarh State is as follows:

1.

The Chhattisgarh State Wetland Authority has been reconstituted as per order no. F
No0-9-55/2016/1/5 dated 17.12.2021 issued by General Administration Department of
State of Chhattisgarh with Minister for Forest and Climate Change as its Chairperson,
Chief Secretary of the state as its Vice Chairman, 12 Ex-officio members, five
technical members, and the Member Secretary of the State Biodiversity Board
nominated as the Member Secretary of the State Wetland Authority.

In order to discuss and prepare a strategy for future course of action a meeting of the
expert members of the newly constituted State Wetland Authority was held on
10.01.2022( Annex-2) and it was decided to prepare the inventory and maps of the
wetland on a priority basis. Apart from this other suggestions like co-opting of
additional members, preparation of management plans of selected wetlands was also
suggested. Accordingly, a proposal for preparing the inventory, mapping, and survey
has been prepared and submitted by the Chhattisgarh Council of Science and
Technology.(Annex-3).

The State Government vide its order dated 11.02.2022 and in light of the power
conferred under Wetland rules,2017 and in light of the Guidelines for implementing
the Wetland rules issued by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change
has declared Forest and Climate Change department as the Nodal Department for
management of wetlands and the office of State Biodiversity Board act as the
secretariat to the State Wetland Authority.(Annex-4)

In relation to the implementation of the proposals received by the Chhattisgarh
Council of Science & Technology for making an inventory of the Wetlands, proposals
have been sent to the State Government by this office vide letter no./wetland/06 dated
18/01/2022 and letter no.wetland/22 dated 04/02/2022 for providing necessary
permissions. (Annex-5,6 &7).

After receiving the necessary approvals from the State Government, In the first phase,
those significant wetlands of the state that are essential from the Avian
Biodiversity/Aquatic Biodiversity point of view and other essential reasons will be
given priority in work.

After preparing the inventory of the Wetland by C.G COST, In the first phase, the
important wetlands of the state (mapped after a survey by the Chhattisgarh Council Of
Science And Technology or some other agency who has been allotted the work), the
authority shall proceed to prepare the brief documents and management plans of these
wetlands.

Minutes of the meeting of Technical Members of the newly reconstituted

State Wetlandsﬂ Authority held on 10" January 2022

The Chhattisgarh State Wetland Authority has been ‘reconstituted as per order no. F No-9-
55/2016/1/5 dated 17.12.2021 issued by General Administration Department, Govt. of
Chhattisgarh and Member Secretary, Chhattisgarh State Biodiversity Board has been appointed
as Member Secretary of the Chhattisgarh State Wetland Authority. As per the order and Wetland
Rules,2017, the authority shall meet thrice in a year. Therefore, a meeting of the expert members
was called upon on January 10, 2022, to prepare the agenda and action plan for the first authority
meeting which is to be held under the Chairmanship of Hon'ble Minister for Forest and Climate

Change. The following expert members were present in the discussion:-

The topics and strategy for the action plan for wetlands discussed in the meeting are as*follows:-

1. The Member Secretary State Wetland. Authority first apprised the members présent about
the notification of the newly reconstituted Wetland Authority by the State Government,
and the provisions of the Wetland —(Conservation and Management) Rules 2017, in which
Rule 5(4) described the functions to be performed and the powers conferred, by and on
the Authority. Member-Secretary also apprised the members that the primary role of the
Authority is to identify arvld‘/ prepare the list of critical wetlands in the State for
notification. Then, the Member Secretary drew members' attention to a technical issue
related to the identification of wetlands. The Member Secretary also sought suggestions
on point number I1(4) of the Guidelines for Implementing Wetland (Conservation and
Management) Rules 2017 issued by the Ministry for Environment, Forest and Climate
Change, Government of India. As per point II(4), Human-made wetlands created
explicitly for the purposes mentioned therein can't be notified under the rules and do not
come under the definition of wetlands as per the Wetland Rules. Dr. K. Subramaniam,
Member, State Planning Commission, informed that according to para II(b) of the
guidelines, these rules would apply to all such wetlands, which will be notified by the

State Government and the Ramsar sites identified as per the Ramsar Convention.

2. Dr. P. Kavishwar and Dr. Amit Dubey, the representatives of the Director CG COST,
inform the members present that CG COST has done survey work of some wetlands in
the past; Mr. P.Kavishwar gave a detailed presentation in this regard in the meeting. It
was informed during the presentation that according to the National Wetland Atlas
prepared by ISRO, Ahmedabad, in the past, there was a total of 35534 wetlands in the
state of Chhattisgarh, out of which 27823 wetlands are of less than 2.5-hectare area. The
Members opined that the survey and mapping of these wetlands require funds; therefore,
wetlands that are significant from biodiversity, migratory birds, Moisture regime( zone of
influence), and other points of view should be preferred in the first phase of the survey.
Because The Hon'ble NGT also in O.A. No 351/2019 Raja Muzaffar Bhat Vs. The state

of Jammu and Kashmir & Ors directed the status of compliance with the environmental



norms in respect of significant wetlands. Dr. P. Kavishwar suggested that it would be
appropriate for'all the wetlands survey work to be started and later to prepare the
management plan for these wetlands in a phased manner. During the préseﬂt;tion, Mr.
Kavishwar said that CGCOST could take satellite data of three seasons to désign a new
wetland on a scale of 1:100000. Later the estimated cost for this work was also submitted
by CGCOST, which is to the tunehof Rs 5038000/. The experts also proposed creating a
budget head for the performance of regional and other works of the State Wetland
Authority. The proposal in this regard should be sent immediately to the State
Government by the Member'»Secretary of the Authority. The members expressed that
most of the wetlands are essential from the biodiversity and migratory birds' point of
view. Therefore, the Biodiversity Board may do the survey work from the budget/ grant
allocated to the Board by the State Government after obtaining necessary permission

from the state government.

. As per Rule 5(3) of the Wetland Conservation and Management Rules, 2017, the State
Wetland Authority may co-opt a maximum of three members. Mr. Mohit Sahu,
Technical Member, Landscape planning in the State Wetland Authority, has expertise in
Wetland Ecology and Ornithology. Therefore, one expert in landscape planning may be
co-opted. As CGCOST has a vital role in mapping, marking, and identifying Wetlands in
the State, therefore, two experts from CGCOST may also be co-opted. The name of the
experts who may be co-opted after getting the necessary approval is as follows:-

1. Dr. Abir Bandopadhyay, Professor, Dept. of Architecture, NIT Raipur

2. Shri P. Kavishwar, Scientist E-1, Chhattisgarh Space Application Centre, CGCOST

3. Dr. Amit Dubey, Scientist D, CGCOST

The members also discussed about departmental setup for the Authority and the
need for experts to prepare the management plan of the selected wetlands in the State.
The members suggested inviting expressions of interest for this purpose. Members
suggested that esteemed State Government universities and Institutions may also be
called for this purpose. Not a single Ramsar site has been identified and declared in the

State, so for this, the proposal can be invited after discussing with Pandit Ravi Shankar



Shukla University, Raipur, regarding the preparation of a complete proposal based on the
criteria of selection of Ramsar site. Also, not a single wetland in the State under the
Wetland (Conservation and Management Rules) 2017, prompt action is requlred in this
regard.

4. To prepare a departmental logo of the Authority and get it approVéd by putting it before
the chairman in the first meeting o% the Authority.

other layers. This information is mostly available in tabular format and spread over many
departments. GIS and Remote Sensing allows us to transform information from various sources to

one platform and enables decisions or planning exercises in a scientific and timely manner for the
benefit of the target group.

The Government of Chhattisgarh, aware of the vast potential of the natural resources in the
State and eager to develop a scientific system of monitoring, exploitation and management of its
resources is in a process of establishing a Chhattisgarh Space Applications Centre at Raipur under
the umbrella of the C.G. Council of Science & Technology vide GoCG notification no. 148,
12/07/2004 (enclosed). The Chhattisgarh Space Applications Centre of Chhattisgarh Council of
Science and Technology over the years has built in-house capacity to take-up tasks that are
information intensive and require scientific data interpretation skills for natural resource mapping
and GIS database creation. Over the years Council has been executing large number of ISRO, DOS
projects in the state and has been technical partner institution of NRSC, ISRO. The Council houses
hardware and licensed software pertaining to (i1S & Remote Sensing and over the years successfully
executed and implemented National and State Project.

The CCOST has also established Central Laboratory Facility (CLF) for Research and
Development activities in the State and support various line departments and students & faculty
members of various Universities and colleges. CLF has state-of-the-art analytical instrumentation
facilities for analysis of diverse samples including water, aromatic oils and solid samples.

Summary of Activities taken-up by Council for Wetlands in the State

Council's involvement in the affairs of wetland in the State started from 26/082015 with
correspondence of the then PCCF & Nodal Ofticer for Climate Change. requesting Council to
extend technical support to SFRTI for selected wetlands along Mahanadi Basin. The task was

completed by the Council in the stipulated time frame.

Further. to take cognizance of the information required by the Honorable NGT (38T g9 /309y
ERT &< Y faver R WNOR Ud o UF algd &0 /309¢ TR T 99 %Y YRa TVaR o I @
FEROr A ASNE. #9) the then CCF (Eco-tourism) requested Council to provide information
(Tabular Data) on number of water bodies more than 2.5 ha. that are within forest and outside
the forests of the State on 07/06/2016. Subsequently, as a follow-up of the NGT case Council
was invited by the Forest Department. GoCG for one day consultation workshop held on
1570972016 for Wetland Identification & Assessment and Finalization of Criteria and Indicators
of Wetlands in the State. In the one day w orkshop. on behalf of the Council, P, Kawishwar made
a presentation on the status of water bodies in the State. With reference to the letter from the
Forest Department. GoCG Council also submitted Maps of Water Bodies and one page note as
metadata to the maps on 20/09/2016.

As per the directives issued by the Mol'F. Gol and request ol the Forest Department. GoCG
Council extended technical support in preparation of Brief Document of 05 Wetlands selected
during the workshop held on 15/09/2016. P. Kawishwar was assigned the task to be completed
in limited time span. [At Council's request Forest Department had released an amount of Rs.
49.968/- on 27/02/2017 for completion of this task].

As per the instructions of the then Director General, P. Kawishwar was directed to make the
presentation before Central Wetland Regulatory Authority (CWRA) on 13/02/2017. The P
Kawishwar accompanied the then PCCF (Wildlife and Nodal Officer Chhattisgarh Wetland
Conservation and Management) to MoEF. New Delhi and made the presentation of the 3

selected wetlands before invited members of CWRA

Subsequently, the then PCCF (Wildlife and Nodal Officer Chhattisgarh Wetland Conservation
and Management) during his visit (o the Council on 24/05/2017 informed that Chhattisgarh State
Wetland Authority has been Notified by GoCG and the process ol nomination of Members to the
CSWA is underway. To its response Council had volunteered to actively participate in the
acuivities of CSWA and extend all technical support on project basis. During this visit Council
had proposed a wetland coding pattern for the State on 29/05/2017.

As a suo-moto initiative Council forwarded a Technical and Financial proposal to the PCCF,
Forest Department, GoCG for initiating State wide inventor of wetlands in the State using high
resolution satellite images. The submitted proposal was of the twne of Rs. 68.40 Jakhs on
22/06/2017 vide letter no 104-105/CCOST2017.
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Further, on 16/01/2021 the then Director General Sh. Mudit Kumar Singh and P. Kawishwar.
Scientist E-1 attended the 1™ meeting of Sate Wetland Authority chaired by the Hon ble Minister

Chhattisgarh Government and proposed for initiation of systematic Wetland inventory in the

State: at the invitation of Deputy Secretary, Housing and Environment Department.
