ACTION TAKEN REPORT BY THE RESPONDENT No. 4 

M P POLLUTION CONTROL BOARD [MPPCB] 

 

1. That, the instant case has been filled by the applicant alleging discharge of untreated sewage 

effluent into the Kilkila River by Respondent No. 5, Municipal Corporation, Panna degrading 

the water quality of the river and adversely affecting the agricultural land and public health. 

2. That, the Hon'ble Tribunal vide its order dated 13.07.2021 directed as under :- 

“ Collector, Panna and State PCB are directed to comply the order and ensure the 

compliance of the environmental rules and further to ensure that there should not be any 

discharge of untreated water into the water-bodies and there shall not be any illegal 

encroachment on the water bodies or on the open public land and in-case, if it is found in 

violation of environmental rules, immediate necessary action be taken in accordance with 

law.  

3. That, in compliance with order dated 13.07.2022 action has been taken by the Nagar Palika 

Parishad, Panna. The copy of Report and Photographs is enclosed herewith as Annexure-

1. 

4. That, the Hon'ble Tribunal vide order dated 26.08.2022 directed as under :- 

  “Madhya Pradesh Pollution Control Board is directed to take necessary actions for 

imposing and realizing the environmental compensation. As per report submitted by the 

Madhya Pradesh Pollution Control Board, an amount to the tune of Rs. 228 lakhs up to 

December, 2021 has been imposed on the violators of norms but the amount of compensation 

has not been deposited till date. The Pollution Control Board is directed to realize the 

environmental compensation through the Collector and submit the report.  
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The calculation and realization of environmental compensation w.e.f. January, 2022 onwards 

should be immediately acted upon by the Pollution Control Board.” 

4.  That, in compliance with order dated 26.08.2022, inspection was conducted on 02.09.2022 by 

the official of Regional Office, Sagar and during inspection it was found that, at present, the 

waste water of about 10 wards of Panna city is getting into the Kilkila river through the drain 

and nets have been set up to prevent solid waste from mixing in the river, STP has not been 

constructed by the Municipal, DPR has been prepared by the municipality and the proposal 

has been sent to the government. 

5. That, Efforts are being made by the MP Pollution Control Board through the Collector, Panna 

to deposit the imposed compensation amount of Rs 228 Lakh on Nagar Palika Parishad, 

Panna. The copy of Letter has been enclosed herewith as Annexure-2. Thereafter, 

Assistant Engineer of Municipal Corporation, Panna informed that the matter will be kept in 

the meeting of Municipal Corporation, Panna in respect to amount of compensation imposed 

on them. The Copy of letter dated 06.09.2022 has been enclosed herewith as Annexure-3.  

6. That, in compliance with Hon’ble Tribunal order dated 26.08.2022, the assessment of 

environment compensation has to be imposed on Nagar Palika Parishad, Panna for non- 

compliance with MSW Rules 2016 from the month of January 2022 - June 2022 is Rs 99 lakh. 

The copy of the inspection report of Nagar Palika Parishad, Panna has been enclosed 

herewith as Annexure-4. Notice has been issued against Nagar Palika Parishad, Panna to 

deposit the environment compensation for non- compliance with MSW Rules 2016 from the 

month of January 2022 - June 2022 (Annexure-5)
