1.0 Background

The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India vide judgement dated 22.02.2017 in
the matter of Patyavaran Suraksha Samiti & Anr. v/s Union of India & Ors

(W.P. (Civil) No. 375/2012), issued the following ditections:

“It would be in the interest of implementation of the objective sought to be achieved,
to also require each concemmed State (and each, concerned Union
Territory) to make provision for online, real time, continuous
monitoring system to display emission levels, in the public
domain, on the portal of the concerned State Pollution Control
Board. We are informed, that at least three State Governments have already
adopted the aforesaid measures. Such measures shall be put in place by all the
concerned State Governments (including, the concerned Union Territories), within

sixc months from today.”

The Petitioner vide Original Application No. 72/2021 (CZ), filed before the
Hon’ble National Green Tribunal, Central Zonal Bench, Bhopal highlighted

the issues in Industrial Online Continuous Effluent/Emission Monitoring

2.0 Directions of Hon’ble NGT vide order dated 01.02.2022

The Hon’ble N.G.T. vide its order dated 01.02.2022 directed the C.P.C.B. to
properly monitor the O.C.E.M.S. and to furnish the Compiled Report of
latest status with regard to all three States (Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and
Chhattisgarh) be filed. Copy of the order is annexed herewith and marked as

Annexure — 1.

3.0 Status of Industrial O.C.E.M.S. Data Display in Public Domain by

S.P.C.B.s of Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and Chattisgarh.

On the basis of a thorough review of the web — links provided by Madhya
Pradesh, Rajasthan and Chhattisgarh S.P.C.B.s regarding display of
Industrial O.C.E.M.S. Data on their respective websites, it was observed by
the C.P.C.B. that the Madhya Pradesh Pollution Control Board has been
displaying O.C.E.M.S. Data in Public Domain vide web - link —
http://esc.mp.gov.in/online/. The O.CE.M.S. Data is available for
about 200 Industties. Previous/Historical Data for any of these particular

Industries can also be accessed through this web — page.



In case of websites of Chattisgarh and Rajasthan, it was observed that there
is a scope for improvement in the O.C.E.M.S. Data being displayed by
concerned S.P.C.B.s. The CP.CB. vide letter dated 21.02.2022
communicated the shortcomings in data availability and requirement to
make a system more user friendly. Copies of C.P.CB. letters dated
21.02.2022 issued to Chattisgarh and Rajasthan S.P.C.B. are annexed

hetewith and marked as Annexure — II and Annexure — III, respectively.

The Rajasthan State Pollution Control Board (R.S.P.C.B.) vide letter dated
11.03.2022 informed the C.P.C.B. that earlier only Real Time Data was
available on R.S.P.C.B. website. Now, while making the website more user
friendly, the R.S.P.C.B. has been displaying Unit Wise Real Time and

Historic Data on its website, at the following web-link:

Data Transmission for 145 Industrial Units is



active, 11 Industrial Units are temporary closed and Data for remaining 11
Industrial Units is not available due to analyzers/network issues. The

. Learned counsel appearing for the CPCB has submitted that the Online
Continuous Emission Monitoring System (OCEMS) is not functioning properly in
the State of Rajasthan & Chhattisgarh.
. Learned counsel appearing for the Rajasthan Pollution Control Board has
submitted that due to some technical reasons, the OCEM system was not
functioning for certain period and further argued that now it is functional. CPCB
is directed to monitor and submit the status report.
. Learned counsel appearing for the CECB has argued that the OCEMS could not
be made fully functional due to failure on the part of contractor, while few
industries are maintaining the OCEMS but some others are not complying
because it could not be installed due to contractor’s failure and ensured to
comply the environmental norms. CPCB is directed to properly monitor the
OCEMS and report before the next date of listing. The compiled report of latest
status with regard to all three States (Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan &

Chhattisgarh) be filed.
