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Introduction

The mandate of the Food Safety and Standards Authority of
India (FSSAI) is to ensure public health at large. To encourage
States/UTs to improve and work towards food safety in their
jurisdiction, the Food Safety and Standards Authority of India
releases the State Food Safety Index (SFSI) annually for each
financial year on 7th June on the occasion of World Food
Safety Day. The Index is a dynamic quantitative and qualitative
benchmarking model that provides an objective framework for
evaluating food safety across all States/UTs. The State Food
Safety Index will measure the performance of states on five
significant parameters of Food Safety.

The 1st State Food Safety Index was released on 7th June, 2019
based on the information submitted by States/UTs. FSSAI has
successfully maintained information on food safety parameters
over time using different online platforms such as FoSCoS, #
FoSCoRIS, FoSTaC, INFOLNET, State portals, among others, _
which were developed by FSSAI. This information is now ®= %
utilized to assess the performance of States/UTs starting from '
2022-2023 and onwards. Till date, four SFSIs have been
released.
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Scoring Parameters and weightage

Based on the performance of the States/ UTs in the last financial year, every year FSSAI
evaluates the performance of States/UTs on food safety parameters decided by FSSAL
These parameters can be modified every year on the latest activities and initiatives of
FSSAI and other unprecedented topics, but the basic parameters remain the same.

The evaluation sheet of each State/UT was reviewed by Evaluation Committee
constituted for the analysis of the performance. The general scores and the performance
parameters were discussed with States/UTs in the CAC meeting before the release of
the index. The validated data was used to generate the ranking of States/UTs based on
the Scoring Parameters. The food safety parameters used to evaluate the performance
of States/UTs are broadly classified under following significant factors assigned with
separate weightage of marks.
