(a) & (b) Yes, Sir. The Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways has launched 
“Harit Sagar” Green Port Guidelines to reduce carbon intensity and to develop an 
environment-friendly ecosystem at Major Ports with the participation of all stakeholders. 
Under these guidelines, various green interventions such as electrification of Port 
Equipments, use of greener fuels in Port crafts, creation of infrastructure at select Ports 
for storage, bunkering, and refueling of Green Hydrogen and its derivative, increase 
share of renewable energy etc. have been provided.
