(a) to (d): Considering expected deficiency in rainfall caused by EI-Nino as
speculated by India Meteorological Department due to which Kharif crop
production in country may be adversely affected, and in order to control
inflationary trends and to maintain adequate stock levels under central
pool for distribution under National Food Security Act (NFSA) and other
walfare schemes (OWS) for the benefit of the entire population of the
country, the sale of wheat and rice under Open Market Sale Scheme
(Domestic) [OMSS (D)] for State Governments including Tamil Nadu has
been discontinued with effect from 13.06.2023.
