EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

 

Economic Indicators  

A. GROSS STATE DOMESTIC PRODUCT (GSDP) 

 The GSDP of Delhi at Current Prices is expected to increase from ₹343798 Crore 

in 2011-12 to ₹785342 Crore in 2020-21 and ₹923967 Crore in 2021-22 signifying 

an annual average growth rate of 10.49% (2011-12 to 2021-22).  

 The growth in nominal GSDP of Delhi during 2021-22 is estimated at 17.65% as 

compared to the contraction of 1.09% during 2020-21. 

  The annual increase in nominal GDP at National level during 2021-22 is 

estimated at 19.4% as compared to the contraction of 1.4% during 2020-21. 

 In real terms, GSDP at constant (2011-12) prices is expected to increase from                   

₹343798 Crore in 2011-12 to ₹564669 Crore in 2020-21 and ₹622430 Crore in     

2021-22 with annual average growth rate of 6.19% (2011-12 to 2021-22).  

 The growth in real GSDP of Delhi during 2021-22 is estimated at 10.23% as 

compared to the contraction of 3.86% in 2020-21. 

 The annual increase in real GDP at national level during 2021-22 is estimated at 

8.9% as compared to the contraction of 6.6% during 2020-21. 

B.  PER CAPITA INCOME  

 1st Revised and Advance Estimates of Per Capita Income for the year 2020-21 

and    2021-22 at current prices are estimated at ₹344136 and ₹401982, 

respectively with the contraction of 3.37% and a growth of 16.81% over the 

previous years. At the National level, Per Capita Income for the year 2020-21 

and 2021-22 were ₹126855 and ₹149848 respectively with the contraction of 

4.0% and a growth of 18.1% over previous years.  

 Per Capita Income at constant prices for the years 2020-21 and 2021-22 is 

expected to touch a level of  ₹243110 and  ₹263477 as compared to ` 185001 

during the base year 2011-12 indicating the contraction of 6.69% and a growth 

of 8.38% respectively over the previous years.  At National level, Per Capita 
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Income for the year 2020-21 and 2021-22 is estimated at  ₹85110 and  ₹91723 

respectively showing contraction of 9.7% and a growth of 7.8% over the 

previous years. Per Capita Income of Delhi is around three times higher than 

the National level Per Capita Income.    

Education 

 The total number of schools (Pre-primary, Primary, Middle, Secondary, Sr. 

Secondary) estimated to be working during the year 2020-21 comes to 5666. The 

total nos. of students enrolled at different levels comes to 44.80 lakhs, the 

enrolled students up to Senior Secondary School, there were 23.60 lakhs boys 

and 21.20 lakhs were girls  during the year 2020-21. The total number of 

teachers working at different levels and schools were 1.52 lakhs during the year 

2020-21.  

Health 

 A total of 1209 Health Institutions with 57805 beds were operational during the 

year 2020 which included all Government and private registered Nursing 

Homes. In addition to this 173 Maternity Homes with 330 beds, and 1163  

Dispensaries ( Allopathic/Ayur/Unani/ Homeopathic) of Delhi Govt., MCD 

and NDMC were also available for Medical facility.  

 As per NFHS-5 (2019-21), Total Fertility Rate (15-49 years) of Delhi is 1.6 

Welfare Statistics 

 As on 31st March 2021, there were 16 residential Institutions for the women in 

Delhi in which 678  women beneficiaries  and 4  work centers/working women 

hostels in which average number of women beneficiaries  were 54.  

 Total no. of homes for aged and infirm persons in Delhi were 80 and there were 

6 observation homes for children in which no. of beneficiaries were 220.  

 

 The average number of beneficiaries of old age pension were 4.02 lakhs in year 

2020-21. Under Ladli scheme, 81264 girls got financial benefit during the year 

2020-21. Financial assistance/ unemployment allowance was given to 101750 

disabled people during the year 2020-21. 
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Infrastructure 

 During the year 2020-21,  26,825 million units electricity was available in Delhi 

out of which 4,620 million units electricity is generated locally and 22,205 

million units are purchased from other States. During the same period, 27,436 

million units of electricity was consumed, out of which 16,178 million units was 

used for domestic purpose, 6,334 million units for commercial, 2,842 million 

units for industrial purpose, 1,547 units for public water work and street lights 

and 535 million units were used for other purposes.  

 There were 64,46,838 electricity consumers and 28,34,691 water connections in 

Delhi during 2020-21. However, the number of metered and unmetered water 

connections in Delhi were 26,01,417 and 2,33,274 respectively. 

 During 2020-21, there were total number of 1,22,53,350 registered motor 

vehicles in Delhi out of which, 67.24% were motor cycles/scooters, 27.62 % cars 

& jeeps and rest were commercial vehicles such as Auto Rickshaw, Taxis, buses 

and goods vehicles. The total no. of buses in the DTC fleet during 2020-21 were 

3,760 out of which, 2,504 buses were low floor Non AC, 1,256 Low Floor AC 

bus. 

 The number of Telephone connections in Delhi as on 31 March-2022 is  

5, 61,97,651 (including 39, 26,949 wire line and 5, 22,70,702 wireless phones). 

Finance Banking and Insurance 

 As on 31st March, 2022, there are 3,796 bank branches in Delhi, which includes 

430 State Bank of India & its associates 1,825 other nationalized banks and 1541 

other scheduled commercial banks. In addition to this, there were 5,919 

registered cooperative societies in Delhi upto during 2020-21, out of which 4,257 

cooperative societies are working. 

Labour & Employment 

 As on 1st April 2022, Minimum rates of wages in schedule employment in the 

National Capital Territory of Delhi for unskilled category is Rs.635/- per day, 

Rs. 700/- for semi – skilled    per day and for skilled Rs.770/- per day have been 

fixed   
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Trade, Commerce & Industry 

 The total number of working companies as on 31st March-2021 registered under 

Companies Act-2013, in Delhi is 2,20,386, out of which 16,109 were registered 

during the FY-2020-21. However, 37 companies have ceased to work during the 

same Financial Year. 

 During 6th Economic Census-2013, there were 8,75,308 establishments in Delhi 

including 7008 Establishments engaged in Agriculture activities, 1,84,187 Non 

Agricultural Establishments (Other than services) and 6,84,113 establishments 

engaged in Non Agricultural activities (service sector). 

 Index of Industrial Production for the year 2020-21 is 140.91 (Base year 2011- 
12=100), whereas index for Manufacturing Sector is 142.32 and for Electricity 
sector is 138.90. 
 

Price & Price Indices 

 Consumer Price Index for industrial workers of Delhi is 116.4 in 2021 as 

compared to 111.8 in the year 2020 (Base year 2016=100).  

 Average Annual Consumer Price Index for Industrial workers in Delhi is 116.4 

as compared to 116.6 in Mumbai, 122.5 in Chennai, 126.0 in Kolkata and 122.0 at 

All India level during 2021 (Base year 2016=100). 

 Wholesale Price Index in India during 2021-22 is 139.4 as compared to 123.4 in 

2020-21 (base year 2011-12=100). 

Area and Population 

 The total population of Delhi as per census 2011 is 1, 67, 87,941 comprising of 

89, 87,326 males and 78, 00,615 females. 

 As per the census -2011, population of Delhi is 1.68 Crores .Total urban 

population is     about   1.64 crores while rural population is about 0.04 crores. 

 Percentage variation from previous census reveals that urban population grew 

by more than 26.83% while rural population decreased by 55.60% in 2011. 

 Sex Ratio in Delhi is 868 Female per 1000 Males as per the Census- 2011. 

  Highest  decadal growth is observed in South- West district (30.64%) while 

New Delhi has  negative decadal growth (-20.70%) as per Census – 2011. 

 Highest Sex Ratio is observed (892) in Central District while lowest Sex Ratio in 

New Delhi  District (822) as per Census 2011. 

 Total literacy rate in Delhi is 86.20%. East District has the highest literacy rate of 

89.30 % . 

 As per latest projections prepared by National Commission on Population, M/o 

H&FW, Govt. of India the projected Population of Delhi is likely to be 2.25 crore 

in 2026, 2.46 crore in 2031 and 2.66 crore in 2036.

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Some important concepts used in this publication are defined as follows: 

1. Birth: “birth” means live-birth or still birth. 
 

2. Live Birth: “live birth” means the complete expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product 
of conception, irrespective of the duration of pregnancy, which after such expulsion or 
extraction, breathers or shows any other evidence of life, and each product of such birth is 
considered live-born. 
 

3. Still-Birth: “still birth” means foetal death where a product of conception has attained at least 
the prescribed period of gestation. 
 

 
4. Birth Rate:  Birth Rate acts as an index of the relative speed at which additions are being made to 

the population through child-birth.  It is only a live birth that signifies an addition to the existing 
population, excluding still births.

5. Death Rate:  The death rate for a given year tells us at what rate deaths have depleted the 
population over the course of the year.

6. Infant Mortality Rate:  Infant mortality rate serves as one of the best indices to the general 

“healthiness” of a society.  It is similar to age-specific death rate for infants under 1 year of age.

8. Employed and Unemployed: According to usual status approach, (with a reference period of 365 
days) adopted by National Sample Survey Organization (NSSO) a person is considered as working 
or employed if he/she is engaged relatively for a longer time, during the reference period of last 
365 days in any one or more of the work activities.  He/she was considered as seeking or 
available for work or unemployed if he/she was not working but was either seeking or available 
for work for a relatively longer period of the specified reference period. 
 

9. Own Account Establishment (OAE): OAE is an establishment having no hired worker and is 
owned and operated with the help of household members only. 
 

10. Labour force Participation Rate: Labour force comprises of employed and unemployed and the 
number of such persons per 1000 persons in the population constitutes its rate. 
 

11. Unemployment Rate: Unemployment rate refers to number of persons unemployed per 1000 
persons in the Lobour Force. 
 

12. Employment Rate: Employment rate refers to number of persons employed per 1000 persons in 
the Lobour Force. 

 

13. Main worker: A person who has worked for a major part of the year preceding the date of 
enumeration, i.e. one who was engaged in any economically productive activity for 183 days or 
more, i.e. six months or more, in previous year. 

 

14. Marginal worker: A person who has done some work in the year preceding the date of 
enumeration but does not qualify to be called a ‘main worker’ i.e. period of work is less than 183 
days. 

 

15. Non-worker: A person who has not worked at all in the year preceding the date of enumeration. 
 

16. Total fertility Rate: TFR measures average number of children born to a woman during her entire 
reproductive period. 

17. Gross State Domestic Product: GSDP is a measure in monetary terms of the volume of all goods 
and services produced by an economy during a given period of time accounted without 
duplication. 
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18. Net State Domestic Product:  
  
 NSDP = GSDP- Consumption of fixed capital (depreciation)  
 

19. Dependency Ratio: A measure showing the number of dependents (aged 0-14 and over the age 
65 ) to the total population  (aged 15-65). Also referred to as the “total dependency ratio”.

20.  Literacy and Education Literate: A person who can read and write in any language is literate.  A 
person who can merely read but cannot write is not literate.  It is not necessary that the person 
should have received any formal education or should have passed any minimum educational 
standard. All children of age below seven years have been treated as illiterate even though some 
of them may be attending schools and may be able to read and write a few words. 
 

21. Literacy rate: Literacy rate of the population is defined as the percentage of literates in the age 
group of seven years and above.  For different age groups the percentage of literates in that age 
group gives the literacy rate.   

 
22. Gross Enrolment Ratio: Gross Enrolment ratio measures what percentage of the total population 

in the relevant age-group is being covered by the various educational programmes being run in 
the country, i.e.

24. Trade refers to the act or process of buying, selling, or exchanging commodities, at either 

wholesale or retail, within a country or between states. 

 

25. Commerce is the whole system of an economy that constitutes an environment for business. This 

is in contrast with business, the value-creating activities of an organization for profit. The system 

includes legal, economic, political, social, cultural, and technological systems that are in 

operation in any country. Thus, commerce is a system or an environment that affects the 

business prospects of an economy or a nation-state. We can also define it as a second 

component of business which includes all activities, functions and institutions involved in 

transferring goods from producers to consumer. 

26. Industry is the production of an economic good or service within an economy. Industry is often 
classified into three sectors: primary or extractive, secondary or manufacturing, and tertiary or 
services. 

           Industries can be classified on the basis of raw materials, size and ownership. 

 Raw Materials: Industries may be agriculture based, Marine based, Mineral based, Forest based.

The data regarding no. of registered factories, their Productive Capital (Fixed and Working), total 

no. of Employee and their emolument including Gross Value Added (in lakh) is presented in table 9.3 

while table 9.4 includes Index number of Industrial Production (General Index, Manufacturing and 

Electricity).   

 Information regarding total number of registered dealers under Sales Tax Act/DVAT/GST and 

Receipts under Sales Tax Act/DVAT/GST is given in Table No. 9.5(A) & 9.5(B) and the source of 

information is Trade & Taxes Deptt. of GNCTD. 

29. ECONOMIC CENSUS 

        The Fifth Economic Census in respect of NCT of Delhi was conducted under the aegis of Directorate 

of Economics & Statistics. Economics Census is the complete enumeration of entrepreneurial activities 

operating in the geographical boundaries of State/ Country at a given point of time to come out with the 

official count of establishments and their characteristics. fifth & sixth  Economic Census briefly includes 

all types of entrepreneurial activities in the field of agriculture (except crop production and plantation) 

as well as non- agriculture. Entrepreneurial activities mean, all those economic activities dealing with 

the production or distribution of goods/services not solely for the purpose of own consumption. The 

result of 6th Economic Census are shown in table 9.6 and the results regarding unorganized 

manufacturing activities in Delhi on 51st, 56th, 62nd, 67th, and 73rd NSS Round are shown in table No. 

9.9(A) and 9.9(B). This data is provided by Directorate of Economics & Statistics, Govt. of NCT of Delhi.
