Background of the case

An applicant, Mr. Kapil Dev has filed an application with the Hon'ble
National Green Tribunal with grievance against the burning of garbage, dumping of
illegally into the ground after

garbage (Biodegradable as well as non-biodegradable)
s within its

excavation using JCBs, littering / spreading of Solid Waste in open area
premises, thus causing unhygienic / unhealthy conditions for living being
alleged in the application that the statutory authorities have failed to prevent b
garbage and its unscientific dumping and littering. The application was treated as
Original Application no. 199 of 2023 titled as " Kapil Dev and Others v/s State of Punjab

Order dated 17.03.2023 passed by the Hon'ble National Green Tribunal

After consideration of the matter, the Hon'ble National Green Tribunal was
pleased to pass an order dated 17.03.2023 thereby constituting a Joint Committee
comprising of representatives of State Pollution Control Board, District Magistrate and
Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana with direction to take remedial action within 2
months following due procedure of law and to file action taken report within two
month by email @ judicial-nat@gov.in in the form of searchable PDF / OCR supported
PDF. In this regard, the relevant extract of paragraph 3 and 4 of the order dated
17.03.2023 passed in O.A No. 199 of 2023 is reproduced herein below:-

"3. Having regard to above, we direct that a joint Committee
of State PCB, District Magistrate and Municipal Corporation,
Ludhiana may take 2 remedial action within two months, following
due process of law. The State PCB will be the nodal agency for
coordination and compliance. The Committee may meet within two
weeks, take stock of the situation and plan proper course of action.
Community involvement may also be explored.

4. An action taken report may be filed before the Registrar
General of this Tribunal by e-mail at judicial-ngt@gov.in preferably
in the form of searchable PDF/OCR Support PDF and not in the form
of Image PDF within two months. If found necessary, the Registrar
General of this Tribunal may place the matter before the Bench for

further directions. Subject to above, the application is disposed of.”

Interaction and discussions:-

The Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control Board apprised the

committee members that the Hon'bie National Green Tribunal has taken cogniza
the complaint of Sh. Kapil Dev and has disposed of the matter vide order dated
17.03.2023 with directions to the joint committee to take remedial action and to file
report. The Environmental Engineer brought out that the Board has also received
complaints with regard to the garbage and its burning in Sabji Mandi, Ludhiana and

acting upon these complaints, the Executive Engineer of Punjab Mandi Board, Ludhiana

Punjab Pollution Control Board, Ludhiana on 17.08.2022, During the hearing various

decisions were taken including that the Punjab Mandi Board shall provide mechanical
composter or compost pits for the management of solid waste, within 02 months, but

the Mandi Board has failed to install the same till date.

During meeting, the District Mandi Officer, Ludhiana informed that, earlier
Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana had proposed to install compactor at Sabji Mandi but
for the installation of the same land measuring to 1500 sq yards from the Mandi
premises was required to be handed over to the Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana. The
proposal in this regard was sent to the Higher Authorities but the same was not
accepted. Presently there is no provision for the processing of the waste inside the
Mandi Premises but a separate waste collection land has been provided in the Mandi

premises.

Assistant Engineer, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana informed that the
technical consultant of the MCL can help Mandi Board for preparing DPR for the Bio
methanization plant and the consultant shall not raise any consultancy fee for the
preparation of DPR.

The Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control Board also added
that Mandi Board should access the quantity of the legacy waste placed in the Mandi
premises and should made arrangement for the Bio-remediation of the same.

Health Officer, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana informed that, MCL had
already imposed fine(compensation) of Rs. 37,55,000/- upon the Mandi Board,
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Ludhiana for not making arrangements for the management of waste.

After considering the statements made by the officers present in the

meeting and also considering the material facts, the Additional Deputy Commissioner
(Khanna) has issued following directions:-

1.

District Mandi shall prepare a DPR regarding the waste management either in
consultation with the Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana or its own and shall
submit the same before the committee.

. Mandi Board shall take action against the responsible perscns for the burning of

waste within 05 days and shall submit report to the committee.

. Mandi Board shall submit the copy of agreement made with any contractor for

the management of waste as well as details of the payment made to the
contractor.

District Mandi shall prepare a DPR regarding the Bio-remediation of legacy waste
management placed in the Sabji Mandi premises.

A copy of English translation of the proceedings of the meeting held on

06.04.2023 is enclosed herewith as Annexure-A.

Submission of repots to Punjab Pollution Control Board being nodal agency.

The District Mandi Officer, Ludhiana and Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana

had submitted reports to the Punjab Pollution Control Board as mentioned herein

below:-

a)

The Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana has provided copy of letter no.
7591/MOH/D dated 02.09.2022 wherein the fine of Rs. 37,55,000/- has been
imposed upon District Mandi Officer, Ludhiana for violation of the Solid Waste
Management Rules @Rs. 5000/ day for the period of violation of 751 days from
11.08.2020 to 01.09.2022. A copy of English translation of letter no.
7591/MOH/D dated 02.09.2022 of MCL is enclosed as Annexure-B.

District Mandi Officer, Ludhiana vide letter no. 829 dated 25.04.2023 has
informed the Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control Board, Ludhiana
that the Mandi Board needed the help and assistance of MCL for disposal of
legacy waste as adequate machinery is available with the cerporation. The Mandi
Board has earmarked the land for installation of compost plant and Mandi Board
is already operating a plant in Sabji Mandi Phagwara in collaboration with CSIR-
CMERI, Ludhiana, wherein bricks are being manufactured out of the
vegetable/fruit waste. The Mandi officer has further clarified in the letter that
some miscreants has set the waste on fire in Sabji Mandi and the Mandi Board
has lodged a complaint with Police Station, Jodhewal, Ludhiana. A copy of
English translation of letter n0.829 dated 25.04.2023 of District Mandi Officer,
Ludhiana alongwith enclosures is enclosed herewith as Annexure-C.

The site of Sabji Mandi, Ludhiana was visited by the officer of the Board on
07. 12.2023 and Secretary of Market committee was contacted. It was observed that the
fruit and vegetable waste is being disposed of by the Mandi Board through an
independent contractor. The secretary Mandi Board has provided a copy of agreement
dated 31.03.2023 executed between Market committee, Ludhiana and M/s The Gill co-
Operative L&C society for cleanliness of Sabji Mandi area and for lifting of waste in
accordance with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016, The Secretary informed that
this agreement was inadvertently not produced during the meeting of the joint
committee held on 06.04.2023 by the District Mandi Officer, The visiting officer however
observed that heap of waste is lying in the Mandi premises. The Secretary Mandi Board

ensured to clear the waste. No burning of waste was observed in the Mandi area.
Action taken by the Board

In view of the above facts of the case, the Board has issued following
directions to District Mandi Officer, Ludhiana vide letter no. 375-76 dated 16.01.2024:-

a) Punjab Mandi Board shall process the legacy solid waste as well as the fresh waste as
per the provisions of Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016.

b) Punjab Mandi Board shall provide adequate arrangements for management of solid
waste which may include installation of mechanical composter or composting pits or
any other mechanism, immediately.

c) Punjab Mandi Board shall properly handle and manage the solid waste as per the
provisicns of the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 and ensure that the solid
waste is segregated & disposed off in an environmentally sound manner.

d) Punjab Mandi Board shall ensure that there are no usages of single use plastic-
thermocol disposable items such as water bottles/water pouches/water cups, plates,
forks, spoons, straw etc. and single use decorating material made of plastic-thermocol

or any other non-biodegradable material in the premises.

During meeting, the Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control
Board apprised that Sh. Kapil Dev had filed a complaint before the Hon'ble NGT
regarding the disposal and burning of solid waste here and there in Sabji Mandi
premises by the Mandi Board, which was listened on 17.03.2023. The Hon'ble NGT has
examined the facts and passed orders dated 17.03.2023. The passed orders are
reproduced as under,

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The Environmental Engineer brought out that the Board has also received

complaints with regard to the garbage dumps and their burning in Sabji Mandi,
Ludhiana. Acting upon these complaints, the Executive Engineer of Punjab Mandi
Board, Ludhiana was given an opportunity of personal hearing before the Chief
Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control Board, Ludhiana on 17.08.2022.
During the hearing Punjab Mandi Board was directed to provide mechanical composter
or compost pits for the management of solid waste, but the Mandi Board has failed to
comply with the decision.

During meeting, the District Mandi Officer, Ludhiana informed that,
Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana had proposed to install compactor at Sabji Mandi and
for the installation of the same, land measuring 1500 sq yards from the Mandi premises
was required. The proposal in this regard was sent to the Higher Authorities but the
SdMme was not accepted. Presently, there is no provision for processing of the waste
inside the Mandi Premises but a separate waste collection land has been provided in
the Mandi premises, wherein whole Mandi waste is dumped.

The officers of the Mandi Board informed that the burning of waste may
be caused due to use of Cigarette by some miscreants as there is ample of flammable

material in the mandi premises i.e dry leafs and crop residue etc. Mandi Board has not
set the fire to waste at its own.

Senior Assistant Engineer, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana informed
during meeting that the technical consultant of the MCL can help Mandi Board for
preparing DPR for the Bio mechanization plant and the consultant shall not raise any
consultancy fee for the preparation of DPR.,

The Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control Board also added
that Mandi Board should access the quantity of the legacy waste placed in the Mandi
premises and Bio-remediation of the same is required to be done.

Health Officer, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana informed that, MCL had
already imposed fine (compensation) of Rs. 37,55,000/- upon the Mandi Board,
Ludhiana for not making arrangements for the management of waste.

After considering the statements made by the members present in the

meeting, the Additional Deputy Commissioner (Khanna) has issued following
directions:-

1. District Mandi Officer shall prepare a DPR for the waste management either in
consultation with the Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana or at its own and shall
submit the same before the committee.

2. Mandi Board shall take action against the responsible persons for the burning of
waste within 05 days and shall submit report to the committee.

Sub:- Regarding imposition of penalty for non-fulfillment of bulk generator
responsibilities.

Regarding the above subject, you were already written by this office vide letter
No. 176/PIU/SBM dated 09.08.2019, 6549/MOH/D dated 09.06.2020, 6579/MOH/D dated
23.06.2020, 6621/MOH/D dated 24.07.2020, 7214/MOH/D dated 07.04.2022 and 7277/ MOH/D
dated 08.06.2022, that as per Solid Waste Management Rules 2016, the vegetable market falls
under the category of bulk waste generator as it is generating solid waste more than 100
kg/day.

This office, vide its letter No: 176/PIU/SBM 09.08.20219, through PMIDC letter
no. 6436-37 dated 26.07.2019 under the reference of Management of Bio-degradable Waste
Generated in Urban Vegetable Market (Sabji Mandi) by Market Committee, had informed that
the Market Committees should make their own arrangements for on-site Processing of bio-
degradable waste by suitable technology or Should pay Rs. 2000/- per ton per day for lifting of
segregated bio-degradable. It was also Directed that Market Committees Should persuade the
vegetable growers to use jute bags for packaging of vegetables in place of plastic / polythene
bags to handle the plastic means". But no appropriate action as per rules has been taken by
you regarding waste generated from your establishment. Whereas according to Point No: 8 of
Duties of Waste Generator of Solid Waste Management Rules 2016, it was mandatory for you to
comply with the rules within one year from the date of notification of these rules.

As per Solid Waste Management Rules 2016, within a period of one year from
the date of notification 8.04.2016, wet waste should be processed within your establishment
and dry waste should be handed over to an authorized garbage collector. But the same has not
been complied by you. Apart from this, your department has not followed the Solid Waste
Management Cleanliness and Sanitation By laws 2020 as per notification dated 11.08.2020
issued by Punjab Government. It is also mentioned here that as per the order of the Hon'ble

National Green Tribunal dated 25.07.2022, the Municipal Corporation has been fined Rs. 100

crore. The Hon'ble National Green Tribunal has also ordered to recover this amount from the
waste generators who do not comply with the Solid Waste Management Rules 2016.

In view of the said facts and due to your violation of Solid Waste Management
Rules, a penalty of Rs.5000/- per day is imposed against you from 11.08.2020 which is as
follows:-
From 11.08.2020 to 01.09.2022
Total 751 days
Fine per day as per Solid Waste Management Cleanliness and Sanitation By laws 2020 =
Rs.5000/-
Total fine = 5000/- Rs. X 751 days

= 37,55,000/-
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The due amount of Rs. 37,55,000/- should be immediately deposited in the
Account of Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana. In case of violation, further legal action will be
taken against you.
