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 Learned counsel appearing for the Railways submits 

that they have already tested the 25 locomotive engines.  

However, in order to arrive at a proper analysis it will be 

appropriate if 50 engines atleast are subjected to 

examination by the Railways.  He further states that he 

would file the international standard of emissions of diesel 

engines during the course of day in the Registry.  We find 

both requests reasonable.  

 Let the Railways file a final report in relation to the 

25 locomotive engines that are already subjected to 

analysis. They would also file a comparative chart in 

relation to the standard, provided internationally.  Let this 

be done within two weeks from today.
