submits that despite of our order dated 01st September, 

2015 and clear undertaking given by the officers of 

Ghaziabad Development Authority, District Magistrate, 

Ghaziabad and the Commissioner, Nagar Nigam 

Ghaziabad, there is indiscriminate dumping of Municipal

taken on record.   

 In the light of the above we direct issuance of show 

cause notice to all the three officers i.e. Secretary, 

Ghaziabad Development Authority, District Magistrate, 

Ghaziabad and Additional Municipal Commissioner, 

Ghaziabad to show cause as to why we should not direct 

that punitive action be taken and impose cost on them 



 

 

which would be personally recoverable.
